Our purpose is to provide a means by which believers can encourage and assist one another in fulfilling the Great Commission (Matthew 28:18-20) and to provide Christian love and service, both spiritual and material, to all people.

Our statement of beliefs: The Bible (Old & New Testaments) is our only authority in matters of faith and lifestyle. (2 Timothy 3:16-17)  We are in agreement with the 2000 Baptist Faith & Message as our guide for doctrinal interpretation, and recognize that it has no authority over the conscience.   Within this confession, are statements of religious convictions, drawn from the Scriptures, and are not to be used to hamper freedom of thought or investigation in other realms of life.   We cherish and defend religious liberty, and deny the right of any secular or religious authority to impose a confession of faith upon a church or body of churches. We honor the principles of soul competency and the priesthood of believers, affirming together both our liberty in Christ and our accountability to each other under the Word of God.

Leadership roles:  Our church will practice shared leadership according to the spiritual gifts within the church.  We recognize that some will be apostles, prophets, evangelists, pastors, and teachers for the purpose to prepare God’s people for works of service, so that the body of Christ may be built up until we all reach unity in the flesh and in the knowledge of the Son of God and become mature, attaining to the whole measure of the fullness of Christ (Eph 4:11-13)   Qualifications of leaders are found in 1 Timothy 3:1-13.

We will use wisdom and integrity in all financial matters.  We may appoint a treasurer to help us appropriately handle tithes, offerings, and disbursements of funds for missions and ministry.  In the event our church stops being a church, we’ll give any remaining money away to missions.

Our church decisions will be made by consensus when our church is gathered together at a regular time.  Our church will meet regularly for Bible study, fellowship, breaking of bread, prayer, sharing of financial resources, praise and worship, and sharing of spiritual gifts.  We will celebrate the Lord’s Supper regularly and Believer’s Baptism as much as possible.  We will meet from house to house – storefront to storefront – office to office – school to school and anywhere we can to be a light for the world. 

Our church will relate in Christian love toward other churches.  At times, we will network with other churches to do things together that we can’t always do by ourselves.  We will also participate in missions by partnering with other Great Commission agencies including the __________________ Baptist Association and the Colorado Baptist General Convention.

Our church desires to be healthy.  We believe that these are 3 indicators of church health:  1) the reproduction and multiplication of believers, leaders and New Testament churches. (Matthew 28:18-20; 2 Timothy 2:2) 2) Raising up home-grown, culturally relevant, and self-expressive simple churches; and 3) each church fully functioning in evangelism, discipleship, ministry, fellowship, and worship.
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
